Empty contents into a mortar box, wheelbarrow, or mechanical
mixer. When mixing by hand, form a crater for adding water. (Sce
Table below) Add water a little at a time. Excess water reduces
strength and durability and can cause cracking. In cold weather use
warm water to accelerate the set. Use cool water to slow the set in
hot weather. Re-tempering impairs performance.
